 Give your child a number and have him count up to 

that number and write it. 
 Ask your child to find the # ____ 
 Say “I am thinking of a number that has a 1 and a 2 

in it, can you find it? (12) 
 Challenge your child to find 20 small objects to put 

on each box. 
 Simply have your child write the missing numbers on 

the 2nd sheet, and trace the numbers that need to be 
traced.  On the 1st sheet just simply practice tracing.

Use a metal brad to poke a hole {you may need a scissors or knife to 

break through at first if laminated}.  You can try to use the arrow, possibly with a 

bead/washer to help it spin.  I prefer to rig up a paperclip hooked to a metal brad as 

the actual spinner.  You just have to play around with  it to see what will work for 

you!
